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Purpose: How to Read the Bible and Culture is a six week course designed to equip you to read, interpret, and apply the Bible well, in order to know God, follow Jesus, and be empowered by the Spirit to think theologically and live redemptively in all of life. 

We will examine key texts from five major genres: Narrative, Poetry, Prophecy, Gospels, Epistles. We will also learn how to apply texts from each genre to various cultural issues: i.e. Pop Culture, Science, Arts, and Government.
